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The Evil Inc After Dark story

IHAD SPENT TWELVE YEARS in webcomics balancing that 
career with my family life and a “day job” (actually, a night job) at 
the Philadelphia Daily News.

In 2012, the company announced layoffs, and — despite my 14 years’ 
seniority — I was told that it was likely I was going to lose my job. The 
company was offering a generous buyout, and in April of that year, I 
became a fulltime cartoonist.

From a financial standpoint, the 
adjustment was difficult. Instead 
of a steady paycheck, I was living 
between monthly payments from 
my ad networks. It took budgeting 
and planning — two things I don’t 
excel at naturally.

However, by 2014, it seemed as 
I simply couldn’t make those ad 
checks stretch the way they used 
it. A little research into my Web 
stats made it clear: So many of my 
readers had installed ad blockers on 
their Web browsers that my revenue 
had been choked off into a trickle.

My ad revenue had dropped to lower than one-half of its former 
amount. To put that into perspective, I used to run ads from three or 
four different networks, and the monthly check from one of those net-
works paid my mortgage. Suddenly, it barely covered the electric bill.

So, I started exploring Patreon more deeply. Patreon is a Web applica-
tion that enables people to support artists with a monthly pledge. I had 
launched a Patreon campaign several months earlier, but it had stalled at 
around $400/month. I offered several new comics to my Patreon back-
ers. I offered Arch Bros, a all-ages comic based on my two sons. There 
was little-to-no interest. I started doing standalone single-panel cartoons 
on Patreon. No dice.

In April, 2015, I saw John Wigger, a webcartoonist who does a delight-
ful comic called Zombie Roomie, offering NSFW comics on his Patreon 
page. (“NSFW” is the Internet abbreviation for “Not Safe For Work.”) 
He was doing way better than I was. I had met John at several comic 
conventions over the years, and I knew he was a really nice guy. I picked 
up the phone and asked him to explain what he was doing.

He did. The following week, I pitched NSFW comics to my Patreon 
backers. I posted an adult version of an old Courting Disaster* cartoon, 

and I did an X-rated Evil Inc comic strip as a 
“proof of concept.” (You can see both on this 
page.)

The following month, I ran into Phil Foglio at 
a comic convention in New York. I consider his 
adult comic series, Xxxenophile, to be the Gold 
Standard of smutty sequential art. As we ate in 
a quiet Indian restaurant, he reassured me for 
hours as I picked his brain about working in 
adult comics.

I left New York a man on a mission.

By the end of the May, my Patreon pledges had 
tripled.

Well, Ma Guigar didn’t raise a dummy. If my patreon backers liked an 
X-rated strip, maybe they’d like full-page, standalone comics? I posted 
a couple the following month. My new Patreon pledge total —three-
times the amount from the preceeding month — doubled.

The jump to multi-page NSFW comic stories was a no-brainer. By 
the following May, my Patreon support had grown to the point that I 
simply removed the ads from all my sites.

In 2016, I had uploaded nearly one Patreon-exclusive post for every day 
of the year —most of them NSFW. This book collects the first 14 Evil 
Inc After Dark stories.

* Courting Disaster was a single-panel cartoon I did for the Philadelphia Daily News that accompanied a sex-advice column. Because it ran in the newspaper, it couldn’t show any 
actual sex. It relied mostly on double-entendre and implied situations.You can read the comics at Courting-Disaster.com
